It lasted a long time

(vs 7) This went on year after
year




The Nature of La Naturaleza de la

It affected her

emotionally, physically
and spiritually

(v 7) Her rival provoked her
until she wept

(v 7) [She] would not eat

(v 8) She was downhearted




The Nature of
Hannah's Affliction

She could find no help
from any human

Vs 8 “Am | not more to you
than ten sons?"

This was not a comforting
statement when you want a son




The Turning Point
Hannah Stood Up

1 Sam 1:9 Once when they
had finished eating and
drinking in Shiloh, Hannah

stood up.

Jas 5:13 NIV Is anyone among
you in trouble? Let them pray.




The Turning Point

Hannah Prayed to the
LORD

v10 - In her deep anguish Hannah
prayed to the LORD, weeping bitterly

v13 - Hannah was praying in her
heart,

v15 - | was pouring out my soul to the
LORD

v16 - | have been praying here out of
my great anguish and grief.
