Exo 24:7-8 ESV  Then he took 
the Book of the Covenant and 

read it in the hearing of the 
people. And they said, "All that 
the LORD has spoken we will 
do, and we will be obedient." 



Exo 32:19 ESV  And as soon as 
he came near the camp and saw 
the calf and the dancing, Moses' 
anger burned hot, and he threw 

the tablets out of his hands 
and broke them at the foot of 

the mountain. 



Rom 10:5  For Moses writes 
about the righteousness that is 

based on the law, that the 
person who does the 

commandments shall live by 
them.

Rom 7:7 ESV ... Yet if it had not 
been for the law, I would not 

have known sin...



The law Is not able to produce 
righteousness

Gal 3:21-25 ESV  For if a law 
had been given that could 
give life, then righteousness 
would indeed be by the law.



The law Is not able to produce 
righteousness

Gal 2:21 ESV I do not nullify the 
grace of God, for if righteousness 

were through the law, then 
Christ died for no purpose.



The law is a guardian to lead me 
to Jesus

Gal 3:24  So then, the law was our 
guardian until Christ came, in order that 
we might be justified by faith.  25  But 
now that faith has come, we are no 

longer under a guardian,



Mat 5:17 ESV  "Do not think that I have 
come to abolish the Law or the 

Prophets; I have not come to abolish 
them but to fulfill them.  



Heb 10:4-8 ESV  For it is impossible for the blood 
of bulls and goats to take away sins. 

Consequently, when Christ came into the world, 
he said, "Sacrifices and offerings you have not 

desired, but a body have you prepared for me;  
6  in burnt offerings and sin offerings you have 
taken no pleasure.  7  Then I said, 'Behold, I 
have come to do your will, O God, as it is 

written of me in the scroll of the book.'"

Jesus Satisfied the Law 
- By Perfect Obedience 

Heb 4:15 ESV  For we do not have a 
high priest who is unable to sympathize 

with our weaknesses, but one who in 
every respect has been tempted as we 

are, yet without sin.  



Jesus satisfied the law 
by be becoming the curse 

Gal 3:13  Christ redeemed us from 
the curse of the law by becoming a 

curse for us--for it is written, "Cursed is 
everyone who is hanged on a tree"  



Rom 8:1-4 ESV  There is therefore now 
no condemnation for those who are in 

Christ Jesus.  2  For the law of the 
Spirit of life has set you free in Christ 

Jesus from the law of sin and death.  3  
For God has done what the law, 

weakened by the flesh, could not do. 



By sending his own Son in the likeness 
of sinful flesh and for sin, he 

condemned sin in the flesh,  4  in order 
that the righteous requirement of the 
law might be fulfilled in us, who walk 

not according to the flesh but 
according to the Spirit.  



Eze 36:26-27 ESV  And I will give you 
a new heart, and a new spirit I will 

put within you. And I will remove the 
heart of stone from your flesh and 
give you a heart of flesh.  27  And I 
will put my Spirit within you, and 

cause you to walk in my statutes and 
be careful to obey my rules.
