The wise men of Babylon

knowledge

• Chaldeans – wise men
• Sorcerers – use witchcraft or sorcery
• Astrologers – enchanters



There is a God in Heaven

Dan 2:21 He controls the course of world events; he removes 
kings and sets up other kings.  He gives wisdom to the wise and 
knowledge to the scholars.
22 He reveals deep and mysterious things and knows what lies 
hidden in darkness, though he is surrounded by light.
…
Dan 2:28 But there is a God in heaven who reveals secrets…
30 And it is not because I am wiser than anyone else that I know 
the secret of your dream, but because God wants you to 
understand what was in your heart.



Point #1

Dan 2: 34 As you watched, a rock 
was cut from a mountain, but not by 
human hands. It struck the feet of 
iron and clay, smashing them to 
bits. 

35 The whole statue was crushed 
into small pieces of iron, clay, 
bronze, silver, and gold. Then the 
wind blew them away without a 
trace, like chaff on a threshing floor. 
But the rock that knocked the statue 
down became a great mountain that 
covered the whole earth.



Who is the Rock?

• Mat 21:42 Then Jesus asked 
them, “Didn’t you ever read this in the 
Scriptures?  ‘The stone that the builders 
rejected has now become the 
cornerstone.  This is the Lord’s doing, 
and it is wonderful to see.’

• Luke 4:21 “Today this Scripture has been fulfilled in your 
hearing.”

• Mark 1:14 Now after John was arrested, Jesus came into 
Galilee, proclaiming the gospel of God, 15 and saying, “The time 
is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand; repent and believe 
in the gospel.”

Point #2



Isaiah 9:6 For to us a child is born, to us a son is given; 
and the government shall be upon his shoulder, and his 
name shall be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty 
God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.

7 Of the increase of his government and of peace 
there will be no end, on the throne of David and over 
his kingdom, to establish it and to uphold it with justice 
and with righteousness from this time forth and 
forevermore. The zeal of the Lord of hosts will do this.

Matt 13:31 Here is another 
illustration Jesus used: “The 
Kingdom of Heaven is like a 
mustard seed planted in a 
field. 32 It is the smallest of 
all seeds, but it becomes the 
largest of garden plants; it 
grows into a tree, and birds 
come and make nests in its 
branches.”



Matt 13:33 Jesus also 
used this illustration: “The 
Kingdom of Heaven is 
like the yeast a woman 
used in making bread. 
Even though she put only 
a little yeast in three 
measures of flour, it 
permeated every part of 
the dough.”
