Yet he refused to humble himself - Dan 5:21-23




Dan 5:21-22 Nebuchadnezzar was driven from
among the children of mankind, and his mind was
made like that of a beast, and his dwelling was with
the wild donkeys. He was fed grass like an ox, and
his body was wet with the dew of heaven, until he
knew that the Most High God rules the kingdom of
mankind and sets over it whom he will. And you his
son, Belshazzar, have not humbled your heart,
though you knew all this



MENE — God has numbered your days; your kingdom is finished
TEKEL — You've been weighed and found lacking
PERES — Your kingdom is divided and given away
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Pride like Belshazzar
Dan 5:22 “...you have not humbled your heart,
though you knew all this”

Procrastination or hardness of heart

Spiritually dull
